PROJECT 1
Our International Mission team is traveling to Guatemala on March 13"
and they have asked our congregation to donate the following items for them
to distribute during their visit: tooth brushes and toothpaste, and these
school supplies: black, blue and red pens, pencils, erasers, pencil sharpeners,
glue bottles, 12-pack colored pencils, children’s scissors, rulers, watercolor
paints, scientific calculators, compasses and protractors. If you are doing &5
this, please bring your items to the church office by March 7.

PROJECT 2

We would like to support the Church World Service organization ‘
by raising funds to support their current program in Haiti. This group
sends Baby, School and Hygiene KITS to any part of the world with need;
for instance, they helped the U.S. Gulf Coast region after Hurricane Katrina.
Rather than assembling the kits ourselves, the Church School Task Force
agreed that it would be more efficient for us to collect funds for Church
World Service. And we have some fun family activities to make it a
meaningful and spiritual effort. (See the next page.)
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Pick up the prepared envelope at Church School. This will be the
“collection envelope” for your offering. 1t will have information about the
cost of the three types of Church World Service Kits. You may choose to
fund one or more. In the envelope is a graphic design of each kit and some
ideas for ways your children can fund their offering.
